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COUNCIL MEETING INFORMATION NOTES

Your Council generally handles all business at Ordinary or Special Council
Meetings.

From time to time Council may form a Committee to examine subjects and then
report to Council.

Generally all meetings are open to the public; however, from time to time Council
will be required to deal with personal, legal and other sensitive matters. On those
occasions Council will generally close that part of the meeting to the public. Every
endeavour will be made to do this as the last item of business of the meeting.

Public Question Time. It is a requirement of the Local Government Act 1995 to
allow at least fifteen (15) minutes for public question time following the opening and
announcements at the beginning of the meeting. Should there be a series of
questions the period can be extended at the discretion of the Chairman.

Written notice of each question should be given to the Chief Executive Officer
fifteen (15) minutes prior to the commencement oft  he meeting. A summary of
each question and response is included in the Minut es.

When a question is not able to be answered at the Council Meeting a written
answer will be provided after the necessary researc  h has been carried out.
Council staff will endeavour to provide the answers prior to the next meeting
of Council.

Councillors may from time to time have a financial interest in a matter before
Council. Councillors must declare an interest and the extent of the interest in the
matter on the Agenda. However, the Councillor can request the meeting to declare
the matter trivial, insignificant or in common with a significant number of
electors or ratepayers . The Councillor must leave the meeting whilst the matter is
discussed and cannot vote unless those present agree as above.

Members of staff, who have delegated authority from Council to act on certain
matters, may from time to time have a financial interest in a matter on the Agenda.
The member of staff must declare that interest and generally the Chairman of the
meeting will advise the Officer if he/she is to leave the meeting.

Agendas including an Information Bulletin are delivered to Councillors within the
requirements of the Local Government Act 1995, i.e. seventy-two (72) hours prior to
the advertised commencement of the meeting. Whilst late items are generally not
considered there is provision on the Agenda for items of an urgent nature to be
considered.

Should an elector wish to have a matter placed on the Agenda the relevant
information should be forwarded to the Chief Execut ive Officer in time to
allow the matter to be fully researched by staff. A n Agenda item including a
recommendation will then be submitted to Council fo r consideration.

The Agenda closes the Monday week prior to the Cou  ncil Meeting (i.e. ten (10)
days prior to the meeting).

Agendas for Ordinary Meetings are available in the Coolgardie and Kambalda
Offices/Libraries seventy-two (72) hours prior to the meeting and the public are
invited to secure a copy.

Agenda items submitted to Council will include a recommendation for Council
consideration. Electors should not interpret and/or act on the recommendations until
after they have been considered by Council. Please note the Disclaimer in the
Agenda (page 3).

(a) Every ordinary meeting of a council; and

(b) Such other meetings of councils or committees as may be prescribed
Procedures and the minimum time to be allocated for the asking of and responding
to questions raised by members of the public at council or committee meetings are

to be in accordance with regulations.

having regard to the requirements of sub regulations (2) and (3).

The time allocated to the asking and responding to questions raised
by members of the public at a meeting referred to in regulation 6(1) is
to precede the discussion of any matter that requires a decision to be
made by the council or the committee, as the case may be.

Each member of the public who wishes to ask a question at a meeting
referred to in regulation 6(1) is to be given an equal and fair
opportunity to ask the question and receive a response.

Nothing in sub regulation (3) requires:

(@) A council to answer a question that does not relate to a matter
affecting the local government;

(b) A council at a special meeting to answer a question that does
not relate to the purpose of the meeting; or

(c) A committee to answer a question that does not relate to a
function of the committee.

Public Inspection of Unconfirmed Minutes (Reg1  3)

A copy of the unconfirmed Minutes of Ordinary and Special Meetings will be available for
public inspection in the Coolgardie and Kambalda Offices/Libraries within ten (10)
working days after the Meeting.

10.3 Unopposed Business

(1) Upon a motion being moved and seconded, the person presiding may ask the
meeting if any member opposes it.

(2) If no member signifies opposition to the motion the person presiding may declare the
motion in sub clause (1) carried without debate and without taking a vote on it,

(3) A motion carried under sub clause (2) is to be recorded in the minutes as a
unanimous decision of the Council or committee.

(4) If a member signifies opposition to a motion the motion is to be dealt with according
to this Part.

(5) This clause does not apply to any motion or decision to revoke or change a decision
which has been made at a Council or committee meeting.

SUMMARY: This report recommends that Council approve the submission of a
request to the Dept of Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development and Local
Government for an extension to the Regional Partnerships agreement for the
Kambalda Community and Recreation Facility (KC&RF).

BACKGROUND: In 2006 an application was submitted to the Department of
Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development and Local Government, (formally
the Dept of Transport and Regional Services) for funding of $2million for the
Kambalda Community and Recreation Facilities under the Regional Partnerships
program. This application was approved in the amount of $1.3 million. (See attached
Partnership Agreement)

The Partnership agreement between the Department & the Shire of Coolgardie was
due for completion in March 2009 and was for a total project cost of $13.5million.
This project cost included $1.3million of Regional Partnerships funding and $10.2
million of other partnership funding (including the Shire’'s contribution which
exceeded $4 million. The November 2008 progress report to the Department on the
KC&RF showed $10.5m spent of other partnership funding and $1,270,000.00 of
Regional Partnership funding, indicating a balance of $1.7m with the partnership
amount. (Please see attached report)

The full amount of partnership funding needs to be expended before the agreement
can be concluded. Deb Fry from the Department has communicated to the Shire she
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is unable to recommend further payments to the Shire as part of this agreement until
the Shire provides the Department with written indication of where we are going with
this project.

COMMENT: There are still a number of outstanding works with regards to the
Kambalda Community and Recreation Facilities as outlined in the Partnership
Agreement between the Shire of Coolgardie and the Department of Infrastructure,
Transport, Regional Development and Local Government. The Dept has requested
that a decision be made on the Shires intention with this project. The Dept has
requested we supply them with a project review and information on the likely
timeframes for completion of this project under the terms of the Partnership
agreement.

Under the provisos of the agreement, the following project aspects are unfinished:
Fit Out of new facility
Courts resurfacing
Landscaping

An application for funding has been submitted to the Federal Governments Regional
and Local Community Infrastructure Funding Program to finance some of the final
works of the KC&RF including the fit out, landscaping and courts resurfacing. If this
application is approved, the Shire will have the funds to complete these final works
as required under the Regional Partnerships contract.

Milestone 6 of the partnership agreement is the completion of construction and fit out
of the new facility. Whilst the construction has been completed, the fit out has not.
Once the fit out is complete, we can submit a request for the 6™ contract payment of
$290,000.00.

The 7th and final of the agreement entails the completion of the flooring, courts
resurfacing, landscaping and paving. The flooring and paving aspects of this
milestone are complete. Once the final milestone has been completed, we can
submit a claim for the final contract payment of $130,000.00.

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2.0 Your Basic Rights

2.1 Your rights to wastewater services

Subject to the Health Act, the Shire of Coolgarstell provide for the removal, treatment
and disposal of wastewater under the terms sdahdhts Charter and the Operating Licence.
In certain circumstances, the Shire of Coolgardsy supply water for other than drinking
purposes (eg, treated effluent) in a manner agsétecthe customer.

The Shire of Coolgardie shall treat and disposewaStewater in an environmentally
responsible manner. All wastewater treatment platiall operate in accordance with the
licence conditions set by, and or agreements witle, Department of Environmental
Protection.

Occasionally some odours occur in treatment pland, these may affect nearby residents.
The Shire of Coolgardie shall respond to complamfitsdours by investigating the report and
advising the customer of the outcome within one day

2.2 Your rights to industrial and commercial wastevater services

Industrial and commercial wastewater may be acdefoe discharge to the Shire of
Coolgardie’s wastewater system subject to compdamith the Shire of Coolgardie’s
requirements. An agreement with a customer foustrdhl and wastewater services to be
provided by the Shire of Coolgardie shall be docot®eé in an industrial waste permit issued
by the Shire of Coolgardie.

2.3 Yours rights in relation to sewage spills

If a sewer overflow occurs on your property duédgiture of the Shire of Coolgardie’s assets,
representatives of the Shire of Coolgardie shabmesite as soon as possible, but within two
hours of being notified.Action shall be taken to restore the service, cleprthe affected
area and minimise any damage or inconvenience.
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2.4  Your rights to consultation and information

The Shire of Coolgardie is committed to involvirtg customers on issues relating to its
programmes and services. Community involvementha Shire of Coolgardie’s service

planning and decision making processes will be Bbtlgough forums such as focus groups,
customer surveys, and displays at local functiofitie Shire of Coolgardie will use local

media bulletins to advise customers of any systéange that may result in significant

variation in its service levels.

The Shire of Coolgardie will publish and make aablié at its premises information on
matters relating to its wastewater services andothrer aspects such as charging and
complaints handling. Information regarding thesaters can be obtained from the Shire of
Coolgardie’s business office.

The Shire of Coolgardie representatives will previdentification, their name and section
when engaged in business discussions with customers

2.5 Your rights to assistance, redress and comperigm

If the Shire of Coolgardie’s activities have causkdnage to your property or disruption to
you, such as a sewer overflow, the Shire of Codigashall deal with the matter in a fair and
business-like manner, whether or not a complaintégived. The Shire of Coolgardie may
rectify damage and, as necessary and reasonabipeosate you subject to the Health Act.

2.6 Charges and accounts

If an error is made resulting in the customer payimore that the correct amount, the excess
amount shall be held in credit for a future chargerefunded, at the discretion of the
customer.

The Shire of Coolgardie has the discretion to maends, adjustments and waive or defer
payments.

The Shire of Coolgardie can make special finanaabngements to assist customers
experiencing hardship in the payment of their aot®u Information on these options is
available from the Shire of Coolgardie’s officesbyr calling the telephone number on your
account.

Statements of account for outstanding chargessated on a regular basis. In addition, the
Shire of Coolgardie shall supply additional statetaeof accounts on request. A fee applies
for this service.
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Utility service availability and other charges anade against the owner of the land to which
services are available or supplied and are theoresipility of the property owner. A
property owner is responsible for payment of thargbs set by the Shire of Coolgardie as
applicable to the property.

An account shall be regarded as having been detiveshen it is transmitted to a property
owner at the address notified to the Shire of Caalg by the property owner or the property
owner’s agent. It is the property owner’s respbiigy to notify the Shire of Coolgardie of
any change of address.

The Shire of Coolgardie may charge interest onder@ccounts as prescribed in the Local
Government Act 1995. Also, if a customer’s cheaqgiadt honoured for any reason the Shire
of Coolgardie may pass on any costs incurred.

If an error is made in the charges which resulttha customer paying less that the correct
amount, the customer may be required to pay thecibamount upon request.

2.7 Connecting our services

Applications for wastewater service connectionsudhtbe made at the Shire of Coolgardie’s
business office together with the appropriate f@dese applications must be accompanied
by the related building plans. Single applicatiorsapproval shall be processed on receipt at
the Shire of Coolgardie business office. Multiglgplications shall be processed with 7
business days of receipt.

Where a Shire of Coolgardie wastewater reticulatiain is available to your land and has
the capacity for the required service, the ShireCoblgardie shall, on application by you,
approve connection to the wastewater system, uhe@eterms and conditions set out in this
Charter, the Licence, the Water Services Licengiogl995 and the Health Act 1911.

Where a junction to an available sewer does natteai junction will be provided by the
Shire of Coolgardie, by arrangement with the lie@ehplumber installing the property sewer.
No fee applies where a service availability charge been applied to a property, except for
those subject to redevelopment.

If the Shire of Coolgardie’s wastewater systemwvailable to a property, which produces or
has capacity to produce wastewater, it is a remérd for the property owner to connect to
the system subject to the provision of Section i@ Health Act as amended.
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2.8 Disconnection

If the wastewater service is no longer requiredyby, a disconnection from the Shire of
Coolgardie’s services may be approved provided that

the Shire of Coolgardie is first notified of theéention, and
a fee is paid to the Shire of Coolgardie which Ishaange the disconnection, and
the property has no further wastewater disposaiireaent.

In most circumstances disconnection of a wastevesmrice does not terminate this Charter.
The Shire of Coolgardie is required under the Loeeto levy a service availability charge to
the owner of land (including vacant land) where teaster services are available for
connection. The Charter is void if there were exises available and no charges levied.

The Shire of Coolgardie shall reconnect its ses/@eyour request and on compliance with
the terms and conditions of this Charter. A recatina fee shall apply.

2.9 Enquiries, suggestion, complaints and disputes

The Shire of Coolgardie values your enquiries amggestions on ways it can improve its
services. If you have an enquiry you can telephitveeShire of Coolgardie on (08D25
0300 during business hours. You will receive promapurteous and helpful replies and will
be told who is handling your enquiry.

Telephone calls to the emergency numbers shalhberered promptly and advice of action
to be taken and timing given within one hour of yoall. General written correspondence
will be replied to as soon as possible within 14ibess days. Over the counter and
telephone enquiries will be responded to withinours.

When you lodge a complaint, (either in writing, \@rbally), the Shire of Coolgardie shall

address the issue in a timely and efficient mannéy. representative of the Shire of

Coolgardie shall respond in person within 2 busndays of a complaint being lodged.

Where this response advises the need for furtlesament you shall receive a written reply
within 14 business days.

If you are not satisfied with a solution offeredamtion taken on a complaint, you may seek
referral to the Shire of Coolgardie’s Chief ExeeatiOfficer, who shall investigate the
complaint, assess the appropriateness of the Sifir€oolgardie’s response and either
confirm or amend the Shire of Coolgardie’s proposedtion or action.

If the matter has not been resolved to your satigfia within 21 days, you may refer the
matter to the Department of Water, which will seettetailed explanation of the nature of the
complaint, the solutions or actions offered by 8tére of Coolgardie and the reasons why
these are not acceptable to you. The DepartmeWatér will respond with its opinion on
the matter and suggest a solution to the partiesvad.

If you remain dissatisfied with the outcome, youyrsabmit the matter to arbitration by an
Arbitrator selected by the customer from a listpared by the Department of Water. The
Arbitrator’s decision, including award of costs ke binding on both parties and will
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preclude further action on the matter. You maygtdie bypass the arbitration process and
take legal action to resolve the matter.

3.0 Our Powers

3.1 Entry to your property

The circumstances, in which the Shire of Coolgardesentatives may enter your property
to carry out investigations and/or work on the 8hif Coolgardie’s wastewater system, are
set out in the Health Act 1911. Any such entryllsharmally occur during business hours,
except in cases of emergency. For planned workinvae property, the Shire of Coolgardie
shall advise the occupier in advance. In casesnargency, the occupier, if present, shall be
informed of the repairs to be undertaken and thieipated length of time for the work.

3.2 Rectifying defective work

If the Shire of Coolgardie becomes aware of thesgmee of any defective or improper work
forming part of your wastewater pipes and fittimgsich may impair the effective operation
of the Shire of Coolgardie’s system, it may serve#ce requiring you to remedy any such
defect or improper work within a specified time.

If the terms of the notice are not followed, ther&tof Coolgardie may enter the customer’s
property to remedy the defective or improper worlhis action, if taken shall be in
accordance with the relevant Acts and the full @dsiny remedial work shall be charged to
the customer.
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3.3 Service interruptions

The Shire of Coolgardie’s wastewater services agghed to be available 24 hours a day.
However, the Shire of Coolgardie may interrupt,tpoee or limit its wastewater services to
customers:

if any part of works are damaged, for example, lmgting, blockages or breakdowns; or
if it is necessary to inspect, maintain, repairgplace any part of works; or

for connection of new works or services; or

if an event occurs beyond the Shire of Coolgardadatrol, including acts by others,
sabotage, flood, earthquake, power or water sh®agndustrial action.

Except in emergencies, the Shire of Coolgardiel ghe¢ notice to you of its intention to
interrupt, postpone or limit the supply of servidesthe purpose of regular maintenance or
works programs. Unless interruptions are limitedat few minutes, notification shall be
given to domestic customers - at least 24 hoursr,pand for commercial and industrial
customers - at least 2 days prior or by agreement.

3.4 Maintenance

The Shire of Coolgardie’s wastewater services ao@iged from the point where the pipes
serving your property connect to the Shire of Caalge’s wastewater reticulation main.

Wastewater reticulation mains (sewers) and assatifittings remain the property of the
Shire of Coolgardie whether or not they are locatétin private property. The location of
these structures can be obtained from the Shitoolgardie’s office. You are required to
ensure that the Shire of Coolgardie’s pipelines stnaictures are reasonably accessible, are
not inferred with, covered, built close to, builtes, or damaged.

Prior to undertaking building or construction aittivon land connected or capable of being
connected, it is a requirement to gain the Shir€aflgardie’s approval. In the first instance,
you should contact the Shire of Coolgardie’s officdnauthorised property improvements
which interfere with the Shire of Coolgardie’s @ssmay be required to be removed at your
cost.

The Shire of Coolgardie is responsible for the reaiance of sewer property connections
where they are unable to be cleared or repaired the inspection shaft - provided that the
depth of the repair job is 2.5 metres or more, @ntlie fault in the property connection is
outside the property concerned.

You are responsible for all plumbing, pipes anduii®s on or serving your property to the
point where pipes connect to the Shire of Coolgasdewer property connection. Where the
sewer property connection is a depth of less th&hn2etres and is situated within the
property boundary, you are responsible for maimeeaaf the property sewer connection.

3.5 Discharge of unauthorised substances

It is your responsibility to ensure that stormwaf@ncluding roof runoff) and other
unauthorised substances are not discharged int&hire of Coolgardie’s sewers. Certain
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waste products are not suitable for disposal inShge of Coolgardie’s wastewater system
because of their nature and ability to pollute e@alised procedures for disposal are required
for substances such as:

cooking oil and grease - these should be placeddantainer or wrapped and placed in
the rubbish bin;

paint, paint thinners, dry cleaning fluids, engmieé solvents, acids, alkalis, laboratory
chemicals, kerosene, garden poisons, polisheganitig products; and

products like disposable nappies, panty hose, agnitapkins, tampons, cotton buds,

syringes, toilet deodorant packs and razors - teaseld be wrapped and placed in the
rubbish bin.

3.6 Limitation or withdrawal of services

The Shire of Coolgardie may discontinue its wastewaservices in the following
circumstances:

if you do not comply with the terms and conditiamighis Charter;

if there is a public health, environmental and/afesy risk to the Shire of Coolgardie’s
services from your service connection (eg backfitmk or unauthorised industrial waste
discharge);

if you do not pay, or meet and make arrangementpatg overdue charges for the
services.

If there is a health and safety risk the Shire afol@ardie shall discontinue service
immediately. In all other cases, the Shire of @adlie shall provide 48 hours notice in
writing of its intention to refuse or alter or nest its services.

The Shire of Coolgardie shall reinstate its suppfyservices at your request and on
compliance with the terms and conditions of ther@ra A fee applies for this service.
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3.7 Liability
The Shire of Coolgardie is liable for any loss anhge that you may suffer:

as a result of a breach of the Charter by the Sifit€oolgardie, its servants or agents;
and

as the result of a negligent act or omission by $She&e of Coolgardie, its servants or
agents;

as a result of the failure to meet standards piestrby its Operating Licence or
regulations (if any).

The Shire of Coolgardie’s liability is limited aslliows:

Section 35 of the Water Services Licensing Actvadidhe Shire of Coolgardie to interrupt,
suspend or restrict the provision of a water servicin the Shire of Coolgardie’s opinion it
iS necessary to do so because of an accident, enwsrgpotential danger or other
unavoidable danger or other unavoidable cause. Shive of Coolgardie is not liable for any
loss or damage that arises from any such inteoapsuspension or restriction unless the
customer has an agreement with the Shire of Cadilgarhich expressly states that the Shire
of Coolgardie is, to the extent that the agreerstaies, liable in those circumstances.

BACKGROUND: On the 7" March 2008 Council resolved to take over management
of the Kambalda Community Gym. Please see attached agenda item 12.4.1 File
Number: 360130

The Gym is currently being relocated from the Banksia Shopping Complex into the
Kambalda Community and Recreation Centre. As part of this process and prior to
the upcoming membership renewals Council now need to set and agree on what
charges the users of the Gym will incur.

COMMENT: Fees and Charges charged by the previous Kambalda Community
Gym were as per the following:

1 Year membership - 1st April to the 31%' March Adult: $150.00 with an additional
$20.00 refundable Key deposit.

% Year — Last six months, membership fees were dropped to % price eg: $75.00
with an additional $20.00 refundable key deposit fee.

Note: Current Kambalda Community Gym members who have paid a $20.00
refundable key bond to the current Kambalda Gym Incorporation will need to have
this payment returned by the Kambalda Community Gym Incorporation prior to the
winding up of the incorporated body.

Or if they are going to continue as members of the Shire of Coolgardie Gym at the
Kambalda Community & Recreation Centre Council could consider allowing those
members to exchange their key for a key card and the $20.00 refundable deposit
automatically transfers to cover the cost of their non refundable Card key.

Dave Barwood expressed concern that Gym members who would be using the final
month of their membership purchased through the Kambalda Gym Incorporation at
the Kambalda Community Recreation Centre would still be considered as being
under the Kambalda Gym Incorporation insurances.

As they are in the process of winding up this association Dave suggested that
Council might consider offering an Interim membership to the existing members eg;
$40.00 which covers them for the period from the 1% of April to the 30" June 2009.

Note: Members would not be re-charged for the period between handover and the
31/03/2009 when current memberships expire.  Current members not wishing to
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take this option who would still like to use any remaining membership time would
need to sign up as a Kambalda Community recreation Centre Gym member.

This would than officially cancel their existing Kambalda Gym membership and
remove any liability concerns from the committee as they would have a new interim
membership for the short change over period.

It would also bring into line a year to year membership which coincides with our
budget eg: 30 June to the 1% July.

Subdivision 2 — Fees and Charges

Imposition of fees and charges

6.16. (1) A local government may impose* and recover a fee or charge for
any goods or service it provides or proposes to provide, other than a
service for which a service charge is imposed.

(2) A fee or charge may be imposed for the following —

(a) providing the use of, or allowing admission to, any property or

facility wholly or partly owned, controlled, managed or maintained by the

local government;

(b) supplying a service or carrying out work at the request of a person;

(c) subject to section 5.94, providing information from local government
records;

(d) receiving an application for approval, granting an approval, making

an inspection and issuing a licence, permit, authorization or certificate;

(e) supplying goods;

(f) such other service as may be prescribed.
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(3) Fees and charges are to be imposed when adopting the annual budget
but may be —

(a) imposed* during a financial year; and

(b) amended* from time to time during a financial year.

Setting the level of fees and charges

6.17.

(1) In determining the amount of a fee or charge for a service or for

goods a local government is required to take into consideration the following
factors —

(a) the cost to the local government of providing the service or goods;

(b) the importance of the service or goods to the community; and

(c) the price at which the service or goods could be provided by an
alternative provider.

(2) A higher fee or charge or additional fee or charge may be imposed

for an expedited service or supply of goods if it is requested that the service
or goods be provided urgently.

(3) The basis for determining a fee or charge is not to be limited to the cost
of providing the service or goods other than a service —

(a) under section 5.96;

(b) under section 6.16 (2) (d); or

(c) prescribed under section 6.16 (2) (f), where the regulation prescribing
the service also specifies that such a limit is to apply to the fee or charge for
the service.

(4) Regulations may —

(a) prohibit the imposition of a fee or charge in prescribed circumstances; or
(b) limit the amount of a fee or charge in prescribed circumstances.

Effect of other written laws

6.18. (1) If the amount of a fee or charge for a service or for goods

is determined under another written law a local government may not —
(a) determine an amount that is inconsistent with the amount determined
under the other written law; or

(2) A local government is not to impose a fee or charge for a service or
goods under this Act if the imposition of a fee or charge for the service

or goods is prohibited under another written law.

Local government to give notice of fees and charges

6.19. If a local government wishes to impose any fees or

charges under this Subdivision after the annual budget has been

adopted it must, before introducing the fees or charges, give local
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public notice of —
(a) its intention to do so; and
(b) the date from which it is proposed the fees or charges will be imposed.”
